· BOCCE Update – Rick
In Rick’s absence, Susan reported great turnouts at the instruction times.  The first tournament was cancelled, but another is planned with 16 teams soon.
· Update on Saturday Morning Adventures, Explore Lake Dillon Boat Tours

Participation has been good for the hikes and demonstrations.  Barb reported “the faithful” turned out for the weed pull, for which she was appreciative.  Boat tours are sold out through July.

· Develop Concept for Tree Trust and Memorial Brick Program - All
Determine committee lead, process and goals for this work item. Determine timeline for specific goals and process of communication during research. On hold until fall.  Delayed until next meeting.
· Basketball Courts  Barb reported that the nets at the courts are left up through the winter, causing shrinkage which inhibits play.  The committee suggests either removing the nets in winter or replacing them each spring

· Maintenance of Ball Field:  Barb offered the services of Paul Fretz, former head of parks in Leadville, who has volunteered to maintain the ball field in City Park.  She will check with Scott for final approval.

· Wind Control at Pavilion:  The problem of high winds was again raised in Committee.  This is a detriment to revenue producing opportunities renting the pavilion. Jason had brought the issue up at Council with little response, so will introduce it again next meeting.

· Concessions:  Revenue to concessionaires is down slightly from last year this time, but still good.  Cooperation with LDTC is improved, but a suggestion was made to ask them for a “joint effort” next Fourth of July weekend if the Air Force Band returns as lines were long for food.

· Concert Seating:  With the huge demand over Fourth weekend concerts, Committee suggested limiting lawn seating to blankets only in order to accommodate more people.  The new “3 hour” rule was commended.

· Bike Path Parking:  The question was raised about Yacht Club residents parking on the bike path, causing hazards.  Jason reported Council could do nothing until the judge rules on the pending suit.
