e Governor Polis released a draft plan on opening restaurants. The announcement will be made

e The second wave of Marina seasonal employees will begin on May 18, 2020.
e The Managers’ and NWCCOG meetings are May 28, 2020. The CAST meeting is May 21, 2020.
