2021 PROPOSED BUDGET DISCUSSION

Finance Director Carri McDonnell presented the proposed 2021 draft DURA budget. Revenues
include the tax increment financing which shows an increase of 110.6% to $309,053. The county
will send the final assessed valuations in November to be included in the final version of the
2021 budget. The only expenditures are the reimbursement of legal fees to the town and any
additional legal costs that may be incurred. The cash available at the end of year will be
$533,876.
