Proposed Summer 2010 Water Education Program 
Water Wise Kids
Town of Dillon and Blue River Watershed Group
 As discussed previously, the BRWG is willing to provide up to three (3) one-hour educational programs for the Town in summer 2010 in exchange for weekly space at the 2009 Farmer’s Market. These programs will be targeted to children age 7-15 and their parents. Those who attend all three programs will receive a certificate and small prize. Examples of possible program topics and activities are listed below, with the specifics to be agreed upon at a later date. 

Possible topics and accompanying activities:

1) What lives in our water? (with speaker from CDOW or USGS)
Activity 1: Water testing – using a simple kit, participants will test nearby water and discuss what the results mean for the stream or lake’s ecosystem.
Activity 2: Water monitoring – using nets and looking along the water’s edge, participants will learn about bugs and plants that live in the stream or lake

2) Where does our water come from? 
Activity: A drop in the bucket – visually demonstrates the percentage of the world’s water that is accessible and available for us to use. 
Activity 2: Water cycle relay – participants will learn and provide examples of each stage in the water cycle. 

3) Water conservation
Activity 1: Water hauling relay – gets kids thinking about how water was used and transported before we had infrastructure
Activity 2: Waste water treatment plant – aquarium treatment plant shows how municipalities recycle and treat water to make it clean and safe for us

4) Pollution and our water
Activity 1: Stream sense – participants observe the stream or water nearby and think about the parts that make up a whole ecosystem
Activity 2: Design a watershed – participants break into groups to draw sections along a river to learn about how pollution flows on land and water. 
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
