Old Business 
· Marina Park Concession Stand Discussion Review and update– Dana/Sue/Susan
Sue, Dana and Susan met to finalize (through a random drawing) who would get what dates and what items to sell. Susan picked up the products locally and at Sams Club in Denver. Items were separated into tubs that the non-profits check out at the beginning of their week and return that night with the dollars owed for products sold ( at cost).
· The first two days experienced rain but the volunteers indicated they were happy we were doing this. Saturday and Sunday went well with the Sunday group making an estimated $100.00 plus which they were very thankful for. The Sunday group asked to extend their time slot for which Susan gave the approval. 
· The Sunday group took it upon themselves to sell burgers & dogs. Susan discussed the ramifications of this and that it is not permitted (health department issue). Dana suggested we reiterate the rules by having them sign a disclaimer that they are aware of the rules including only selling the items on the “sell sheet”.
· Tree Trust / Paver Program– Susan
The Tree Trust program should be lauched in Spring 2010. Will need committee meber to take a lead role on project. (Susan has worked with a Tree Trust program in Ohio and will provide the guidelines). The town’s reforestation plan will be presented to Council in Fall and the money collected through the Tree Trust can be used in these efforts. Will continue the Tree Trust discussion at the next meeting.
· The paver program is on hold until the parking lot is rotated. There is a temporary walkway between the new pavilion and the playground in Marina Park ( this will eventually be the location of the paver program)
· Sign upgrades/replacements – Fred
Fred asked that we look at the condition of old signage in the town, specifically at the Nature Preserve. Susan J.  will take some photos for us and we will continue the discussion at the next meeting. If the committee would like to prioritize this action item we should add it to the work plan and submit to Devin/Town Council for consideration
