· New Appointments to PRAC

New members Rick and Sheila were introduced to the PRAC committee members
· BOCCE consideration – Rick Giamanco
Rick submitted conceptual plans and discussed the idea of BOCCE in the Town of Dillon(see attached PDFs). The size of the court could vary  from 61’ to 90’ . Construction alternatives were discussed. Concrete detail is contained in the PDF drawing. The committee was interested in the idea and will do further fact finding. The following actions steps will be taken by committee members:
Mary: present idea to Council at 9/15 work session, discuss capitol funding availability. Sheila indicated costs could be in the area of $2,500 per court as an estimate.
Rick/Sheila: further refine the presentation and get cost/construction estimates to present to Eric and Devin
All: gather feedback and information from other locations. Look at possible sites within the Town for location of two courts.
All: conduct site visit at October meeting
· Children’s play date concept – Mary
The idea of introducing short small children’s programming was introduced by Mary. Puppet shows, story telling were discussed as possible ideas. The new pavilion would be a good place for such activities. Volunteers would be needed for this to happen.
· New Pavilion:
Susan will reserve Saturday mornings in summer ‘09 for upcoming PRAC programming (for meeting place). Programming will likely include interpretive, nature hikes, etc.
· Election of officers for 2010 coming up in December – reminder
Reminder to all members that upcoming election of chairman and vice chairman at December meeting. Also, PRAC will set their 2010 meeting schedule. Susan to provide suggested schedule to committee.
Old Business 
· Marina Park Concession Stand Discussion Review and update
Concession stand had some success and some issues. It was a good trial period for PRAC to decide program guidelines for 2010.
Limit of two days per organization was not enough to make it worthwhile. Some non-profits did not show or could not provide insurance.
The sale of cooked food such as hotdogs and hamburgers is important to the success. This will require certificate from the health department AND the inside use of the concession stand ( for the running water).
Susan met with Phil from LDFPA to resolve potential issues with sharing the concession stand. It was agreed that the concession stand would be co-used in 2010 with LDFPA moving some of its storage items to lower concession stand and securing some convections/supplies.
Wrap up meeting needed with non-profits to gather feedback. Suggested possible meeting this week. Susan to contact Dana about this. Sue may/may not be able to attend based on travel commitments.
