Old Business 
· BOCCE discussion continued
Susan agave a brief summary of the progress to date. Council gave the thumbs up on the proposed location and to move forward with gathering all relevant information. Committee members will meet with Dan Burroughs after presentation and BOCCE court plans are are finalized, likely December (preferred Wednesday, December 9th is Dan is available).
Susan will obtain information from friends with BOCCE courts in their neighborhood.
There was additional discussion on construction materials, Dana wanted to make sure the materials could withstand the harsh winters up here. Additional discussion about the clam shell surface versus clay surface.
· Concession Stand Results – test period 09 – discussion
The committee discussed the pros and cons of the trial run of opening the concession stand for several weeks in 2009. The following were consensus opinions:
The concession stand is a valuable asset for the Town of Dillon and the potential it holds for better service to our park visitors should be capitalized on.
The vendors (non-profits) must be in the actual concession stand ( worked out agreement with LDFPA (Phil) last summer – should be able to secure both entities concessions)
There should be a smaller number of non-profits involved in running the concession stand in 2010 AND they should work together in running the stand as one group.
There will be a consistent product offering. Hotdogs and hamburgers would be a nice addition and would require a license from Summit County Health Dept.
The TOD should not charge any commissions or fees, 2010 will continue to be looked at as a trial period.
The concession stand hours should be tied to events happening at Marina Park and the Amphitheatre.
The Committee would like to have the following groups attend the February 2010 PRAC meeting to discuss the 2010 summer concession stand season:

Extreme Sports (youth baseball)
Friends of the Dillon Ranger District
· Sign Upgrades/replacements – Fred
The condition of existing signs is an issue that the committee would like to address. Fred and Susan will take the lead on gathering information on the signs, locations, condition.
It was noted that the labor/costs to keep the signs in good condition would not be great but should be on a regular maintenance schedule.
The committee is considering park signs as three separate objectives:

Existing Signs needing immediate repair or attention, easier maintenance
Existing Signs, more complex (such as fiberglass or wood etchings) needing more costly attention and

Non-existing signs needed throughout Dillon which would be a part of the overall master planning process.
