· Concession Stand Mini Discussion with Interested Non-Profits – Rosko
    Rosko and Rae Ann presented their plans for concessions for 18 summer concert dates, 9 for each of the organizations, explaining storage procedures and projected revenue.  Committee enthusiastically approved of their plans and preparation and encouraged continued communication and feedback as the season progresses.  



 
· Signage & Wayfinding process – Bev Kaiser




       Bev presented a sample powerpoint or the redevelopment of the Town Center, 60% of which is town owned and 40% private.  She explained the process presently underway to develop design themes and town branding for buildings, signs, etc.  PRAC will be involved in the location and content of wayfinding signs as part of that process.  Meetings will be held in the near future for public input to the process.






Old Business 
· BOCCE –  Rick
Susan met with Dan regarding adding  pergolas to the bid. That item would be something that would be built after the construction of the courts. There are some other maintenance and upkeep concerns plus an obstructed view of the players during tournaments ( if we move the bleachers to the BOCCE court area for tournaments).
The courts will be constructed in June and ready to play before the 4th of July holiday.
Staff recommends we observe BOCCE play and sun conditions for the remainder of the 2010 season and make a recommendation about shading the ends if it is determined it is necessary.




             Dan presented the estimated costs of building two courts ranging between $25,000 and $30,000. This includes the courts and a storage shed for maintenance equipment. The construction will depend on Council’s approval and funding, but hopes to have that resolved in time for spring construction.  Rick reported enthusiastic response to ads for those interested in forming a league.

Picnic Shelters:  Dan also presented an economic option for building three small picnic shelters, which would fall within the approved budget for the Marina Park.  The finishes would complement the Pavilion and provide covered eating tables for eight persons each. The 6’ picnic tables will actually only seat 6 adults.  They could seat four adults and four small children.
