· Re-Forestation Plan for Marina Park – Scott O Brien
Scott explained the history of the plan for the Marina Park, culminating with the latest landscape plan designed by A Cut Above Forestry.  In light of the elimination of almost all of the lodge pole pines, the goal is to re-forest with a mixture of species of varying maturities, therefore avoiding what has happened in the past.  The park plan is divided into zones relating to usage, and the landscape planned around those zones.  New pathways will be developed to eliminate compacting the soil in the future.  Scott will present the detailed plan to Town Council at their work session at 4:00 Feb. 15, and members are encouraged to attend and comment.  Committee received Scott’s presentation very favorably, adding some comments to consider in the process of finalization.  A copy of the plan may be obtained and viewed at Town Hall.
